The Declaration’s Objectives

» Adoption of a system of comparable degrees, based on two main cycles.
First cycle of at least 3 yr, relevant to labour market.

* Implementation of a European Diploma Supplement, to increase titles
transparency and employability.

» Establishment of a system of credits (such as the ECTS, European Credit
Transfer System).

» Recognition of credits acquired in other contexts than higher education system.

» Promotion of European dimension in higher education: interinstitutional
cooperation, integrated programs of study, etc.

« Elimination of remaining obstacles to free mobility.

* Promotion of European quality-assurance systems.
